Door Key

Press the button on the side of the transmitter to pull the door key
out of the transmitter. Use the key to lock/unlock the driver’s door.

Note: To change the Remote Lock and Unlock settings, go to Remote Lock,
Unlock, Start in the Vehicle Settings menu.

The Keyless Access System enables operation of the doors, ignition
and liftgate without removing the transmitter from your pocket

or purse. The transmitter must be within 3 feet of the door being
unlocked or the liftgate.

KEYLESS UNLOCKING
With the transmitter within range:

» Press the lock button
on the driver’s door
handle to unlock the
driver’s door; press it
again within 5 seconds
to unlock all doors.

» Press the lock button
on a passenger door
handle to unlock all
doors.

» Press the touchpad under the liftgate handle to open the
liftgate.

KEYLESS LOCKING

With the ignition off, the transmitter removed from the vehicle,
and all doors closed:

» Press the lock button on any door handle to lock all doors
immediately.

» If Passive Locking is turned on, all doors will lock automatically
after a short delay.

Note: To change the Keyless Locking and Unlocking settings, go to Remote
Lock, Unlock, Start in the Vehicle Settings menu.

Replace the transmitter battery as soon as possible.

STOP/OFF
> Shift to Park and press the ENGINE START/STOP button to
turn off the engine.

Power will be available for 10 minutes to operate the audio system
until the driver’s door is opened and to operate the windows and
sunroof® until any door is opened.

ACCESSORY

» With the engine off and the brake pedal NOT depressed, press
the ENGINE START/STOP button to place the ignition system
in the Accessory mode. The amber indicator on the button will
illuminate.

A fuel-saving stop/
start system has been
integrated with the 3.6L
engine. While driving,
when the brake pedal is
applied and the vehicle
is at a complete stop, the
automatic engine stop/
start system may turn
off the engine, depend-
ing on operating condi-

tions. When the engine is off, the tachometer gauge will read AUTO
STOP. Upon releasing the brake pedal or applying the accelerator
pedal, the engine will restart. After parking the vehicle and turning
off the engine, the tachometer gauge will read OFF.

The engine may remain running or restart if:

A minimum vehicle speed is not reached.

The engine or transmission is not at the required operating
temperature.

The outside temperature is not in the required operating range.
The shift lever is in any gear other than Drive (D).
The battery charge is low.

The current settings for the climate control or defog system
have not been reached.

The Auto Stop time is greater than 2 minutes.

VALET MODE

4. Touch the Pandora icon on the touch screen to access Pandora.
A slight delay may occur when loading a song or changing a
station.

Auto app to your phone from the Google Play Store.

2. Connect your Apple iPhone or Android phone by plugging the
compatible phone USB cable into a USB data port. Use your
device’s factory-provided USB cable. Aftermarket cables may
not work.

3. The 4 Projection icon will change to Apple CarPlay or Android
Auto, depending on the phone. Apple CarPlay or Android Auto
may launch automatically upon USB connection. If not, touch
the Apple CarPlay or Android Auto icon on the home screen.

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VOICE RECOGNITION

Control the music source and navigation destination, and make
phone calls hands-free (after pairing your Bluetooth-enabled
phone), using the natural voice recognition system.

2. The radio will say “Command please,” followed by a beep.
3. After the beep, say what you want it to do.

The selected gear position illuminates in red on the
shift lever. The shift lever always starts in the center position, repre-
sented by a dot on the shift pattern. After shifting, it returns to the
center position.

Park — Press the button on top of the lever to shift into Park.

Reverse — Press the button on the side of the lever and move the
lever forward and then left to shift into Reverse.

Neutral — Move the lever forward to shift into Neutral.

Drive — Move the lever rearward to shift into Drive.

Note: The transmission will not stay in Neutral for an extended period.

It will automatically shift into Park. See Automated Car Wash Mode on
page 19.

Tap Shift Mode — With the transmission in Drive, pull back on the
lever to activate Manual Mode. Press the left steering wheel paddle
to downshift and the right paddle to upshift. Pull back on the lever
again to return to Drive.

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The traction control system limits wheelspin and the StabiliTrak
stability control system assists with directional control of the
vehicle in difficult driving conditions. Both systems turn on auto-
matically every time the vehicle is started. Turn off traction control
if the vehicle is stuck, and rocking the vehicle is required.

> Press the & Traction Control/StabiliTrak OFF button on the
center console to turn traction control off or back on. The &)
Traction Control Off light will illuminate on the instrument
cluster when the system is off.

The driver assistance systems use advanced technologies to help avoid collisions by providing visual, audible and/or seat vibration alerts.

Safety Alert Seat® — The driver’s seat pulses, left side, right side, or
simultaneously, to alert the driver of potential hazards.

» Audible alerts may be selected instead of seat pulsing alerts.
To change the alert settings, go to Settings > Vehicle > Collision/
Detection Systems > Alert Type.

Forward Collision Alert® —
The % Vehicle Ahead indica-
tor illuminates in green on

the instrument cluster when a
vehicle is detected and illumi-
nates in amber when following
a vehicle ahead too closely.

If your vehicle approaches
another vehicle too rapidly,
avisual alert flashes on the
windshield and the Safety Alert
Seat may pulse or beeps may
sound.

» Press the §9 Collision Alert button (A) on the steering wheel to
set the alert timing to Far, Medium, Near, or Off.

Forward Automatic Braking® — If the system detects that a front-
end collision situation is imminent while following a detected
vehicle, and the driver has not already applied the brakes, the
system automatically applies the brakes to help reduce the colli-
sion’s severity. The system may even help avoid the collision at very
low speeds.

» To set the Forward Collision Alert and Forward Automatic
Braking systems to Alert and Brake, Alert, or Off, go to Settings >
Vehicle > Collision/Detection Systems > Auto Collision Prep.
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Lane Keep Assist with Lane Departure Warning® — The system
may help avoid collisions due to unintentional lane departures. The
/@\ Lane Keep Assist indicator is green if the system is available to
assist. It may assist by gently turning the steering wheel and display
an amber /@\ if the vehicle approaches a detected lane marking
without using a turn signal in that direction.

If active driver steering is not detected, the amber /@&\ may flash
and the Safety Alert Seat may pulse 3 times, or 3 beeps may sound,
on the side of the departure direction as the lane marking is
crossed. In order to use this system safely, the driver needs to steer
and be in complete control of the vehicle.

> Press the /@\ Lane Keep Assist button (B) on the steering wheel
to turn the system on or off.

Side Blind Zone Alert/Lane Change Alert® — While driving, the
system displays a X & warning symbol on the left or right side
mirror when a vehicle is detected in that side blind zone area or
rapidly approaching that area. The warning symbol flashes if a turn
signal is activated when a vehicle has been detected.

» To turn the system on or off, go to Settings > Vehicle > Collision/
Detection Systems > Lane Change Alert.

Front Pedestrian Braking® — During daytime driving, the system
detects pedestrians directly ahead up to a distance of approximately
131 ft. and displays an amber ‘X indicator. When approaching a
detected pedestrian too quickly, a visual alert flashes on the wind-
shield and the Safety Alert Seat may pulse or beeps may sound. The
system may prepare the brakes or automatically brake the vehicle.

» To set the system to Alert and Brake, Alert, or Off, go to Settings
> Vehicle > Collision/Detection Systems > Front Pedestrian
Detection.

The parking assistance systems use advanced technologies to help avoid collisions by providing visual, audible and/or seat vibration alerts.

CAMERAS

Front® and Rear Vision Camera — When the vehicle is in Reverse,
a view of the area behind the vehicle displays on the touch screen.
After shifting from Reverse to Drive, a view of the area in front of
the vehicle displays. Vehicle speed must be below 5 mph.

» Touch & Camera on the touch screen to activate the front
camera when the vehicle is in Drive.

Surround Vision® — The Surround Vision system displays a bird’s-
eye view of the area surrounding the vehicle on the touch screen
when the vehicle is in Reverse or Drive below 5 mph.

Reverse Automatic Braking® — When the vehicle is in Reverse,
the brakes may be applied in potential collision situations to help
reduce damage or help avoid collisions at lower speeds.

» To turn the Parking Assist, Rear Cross Traffic Alert and Reverse
