Tire Pressure Monitor

T h e T ire P ressure M onitor a lerts y ou w h en th e tire p ressure in a ny  tire b ec om es too low
b y  illum ina ting  th e L o w  T ir e  P r e s s u r e w a rning  lig h t on th e instrum ent c luster. T h e
w a rning  lig h t w ill rem a in on until th e tire p ressure is c orrec ted  b y  a d d ing  th e p rop er
a m ount of a ir to th e tire(s). R efer to th e T ire &  L oa d ing  Inform a tion la b el in th e d riv er’s
d oor op ening  for th e rec om m end ed  tire p ressures. O nc e th e tires a re p rop erly  filled  w ith
a ir, d riv e th e v eh ic le a nd  th e w a rning  lig h t w ill turn off.

Y ou m a y  notic e d uring  c ooler outd oor tem p era tures th a t th e low  tire p ressure w a rning  lig h t
w ill turn on w h en th e v eh ic le is first sta rted  a nd  th en turn off a s y ou d riv e a nd  tire p ressure
ex p a nd s. T h is m a y  b e a n ea rly  ind ic a tor th a t y our tire p ressures a re g etting  low  a nd  th e
tires need  to b e infla ted  to th e c orrec t p ressure.

Note: T he T ire P ressure Monitor can alert you about low tire pressure, but it doesn’t replace normal
monthly tire maintenance. It is the driver’s responsibility to maintain correct tire pressures.
