STOP/START OPERATION

A fuel-saving stop/start system has been integrated with the 2.5L four-cylinder engine.
While driving, when the brake is applied and the vehicle is at a complete stop, the engine
may turn off, referred to as an Auto Stop, and the tachometer gauge will read AUTO
STOP. The audio system, climate controls and other accessories will continue to operate.
Upon releasing the brake pedal or applying the accelerator pedal, the engine will restart.
When the engine is turned off, the tachometer gauge will read OFF.

Note: Before Auto Stops are enabled, a minimum vehicle speed must be achieved.
The engine may remain running or restart when the vehicle is stopped if:

+ The engine or transmission is not at the required operating temperature.
+ The outside temperature is not in the required operating range.

+ The shift lever is in any gear other than Drive (D).

+ The battery state of charge is low.

+ The climate control system requires the engine to run based on the climate control or
defog setting. Select the Eco air conditioning setting (green A/C indicator) to maximize
the frequency and duration of Auto Stops.

¢+ The Auto Stop time is greater than two minutes.

Climate Control Settings
> Press the A/C button until the indicator is green to select the Eco air conditioning
setting. This setting will maximize the frequency and duration of Auto Stops.

» Press the A/C button until the indicator is amber to select the Comfort air conditioning
setting. Auto Stops will be reduced in both frequency and duration.

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KEYLESS ACCESS SYSTEM+

The Keyless Access System enables operation of the doors and ignition without removing
the key fob from a pocket or purse. The key fob must be within three feet of the door being
unlocked or the trunk.

Keyless Unlocking

With the key fob within range:

> Press the lock button on the driver’s
door handle to unlock the driver’s door;
press it again within five seconds to unlock
all doors.

» Press the lock button on a passenger
door handle to unlock all doors.

> Press the touchpad above the license
plate to open the trunk. Touchpad included with the Keyless Access System only.

Keyless Locking
With the ignition off, the key fob out of the vehicle, and all doors closed:
> Press the lock button on any door handle to lock all doors immediately.

» If Passive Locking is turned on, all doors will lock automatically after a short delay once
all doors are closed.

Note: To change the door lock and unlock settings, go to Remote Lock, Unlock, Start in the Vehicle
Settings menu.

KEYLESS ACCESS START*

Starting the Engine

» With the vehicle in Park or Neutral, press
the brake pedal and then press and hold
the ENGINE START/STOP button to start
the engine.

Note: The key fob must be in the vehicle to turn
on the ignition. If the key fob battery is weak, place
the key fob in the pocket in the center console to
enable the engine to start. Replace the key fob
battery as soon as possible. The vehicle cannot be
started if the key fob is lost or damaged.

Stopping the Engine
> Shift to Park and press the ENGINE START/STOP button to turn off the engine.

Accessory
» With the engine off and the brake pedal not depressed, press the ENGINE START/
STOP button to place the ignition system in the accessory position.

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POWER SEATS*

Seat Adjustments A. Seat Adjustment

Move the front horizontal control to
move the seat forward or rearward, or to
tilt, raise or lower the seat.

B. Seatback Recline Adjustment

Move the vertical control to recline or
raise the seatback.

C. Lumbar Adjustment

Move the rear control to adjust the
lumbar support.

Set Memory Positions

1. With the vehicle in Park, adjust the driver's seat, power outside mirrors and the power
steering column* to the desired positions.

2. Press and hold the SET button and button 1 on the driver’s door at the same time until a
beep sounds.

3. Repeat the steps using button 2 for a second driver.

Set Exit Position

1. With the vehicle in Park, adjust the driver’s seat, power outside mirrors and the power
steering column* to the desired positions.

2. Press and hold the SET button and D EXIT button on the driver's door at the same
time until a beep sounds.

Recall Positions

» At any time, press and hold button 1 or 2 or the PD EXIT button until the stored position
is reached. Releasing the button before the stored position is reached cancels the recall.

» With the vehicle in Park and the ignition ON, press and release button 1 or 2 or the )
EXIT button to recall the stored position.

Note: To change the memory recall and exit settings, go to Comfort and Convenience in the Vehicle
Settings menu.

TILT/TELESCOPE STEERING WHEEL

» With the vehicle parked, push down the lever on the left side of the steering column to
adjust the position of the steering wheel. The steering wheel can then be moved up or
down and in or out. Pull up the lever to lock the steering wheel in place.

Setting the Time

1. Touch Settings on the home page.

3. Touch Set Time.

4. Touch the arrows to adjust the hours, minutes and AM or PM.
5. Touch <BACK to exit the menu.

Storing Favorite Stations

Radio stations from all bands (AM, FM or XM*) can be stored, in any order, with five
stations per page and up to five pages.

1. Tune in the desired radio station.

2. Touch and hold one of the favorite screen buttons until a beep is heard, indicating it
is stored.

3. Repeat the steps to store another favorite station.

Note: To customize the number of favorite screen buttons available, go to Radio in the Vehicle
Settings menu.

Voice Recognition

Control the music source and make phone calls hands-free (after pairing your Bluetooth-
enabled phone) using the enhanced voice recognition system.

1. Press the «% Push to Talk button on the steering wheel.
2. The radio will say “Say a command,” followed by a beep.
3. After the beep, say what you want it to do.

Before using a Bluetooth-enabled device in the vehicle, it must be paired with the
in-vehicle Bluetooth system. Not all devices will support all functions. The pairing process
is disabled when the vehicle is moving.

Pair a Phone
1. To use voice recognition, press the w4 Push to Talk button; after the beep, say
“Pair phone.”
To use the screen buttons, touch Settings and then touch Bluetooth > Pair New Device.
2. Start the pairing process on the phone. Locate your vehicle name on the phone.
3. Enter the four-digit code that appears on the touchscreen into the phone or, if a six-digit
code appears on the phone, confirm it on the touchscreen.

4. If your phone prompts you to accept the connection or phone book download, click “yes’
and always allow.

Streaming Audio

With a paired device connected via Bluetooth, select Bluetooth Audio on the touchscreen
home page to stream audio from the device. Control audio operation using the device
controls.

Defogger

Automatic Operation
1. Press AUTO.

2. Set the temperature for the driver and front passenger. The fan speed and temperature
will work to automatically reach the set temperature. Allow time for the system to reach
the desired temperature.

If the air delivery mode or fan speed is manually adjusted, automatic operation is turned off.

Note: When the recirculation mode is used without air conditioning, the air humidity increases and the
windows may fog.

When the system is active, press once to
decrease speed 1 mph; press and hold to
continue to decrease speed.

Press to select a setting of Far, Medium,
Near or Off.

&4 Cancel
Press to cancel the cruise control without
erasing the set speed from memory.

Pressing the brake pedal also will cancel
the cruise control.

The cruise control set speed is erased
when cruise control or the vehicle ignition
is turned off.

AUTOMATIC TRANSMISSION

Driver Shift Control

Driver Shift Control allows the driver to shift gears manually. The transmission will remain

in the driver-selected gear.

4 Optional equipment

1. Move the shift lever to the Manual (M)
position.

2 Press the + (plus) or — (minus) button
on top of the shift lever to upshift or
downshift. The current gear will be dis-
played on the Driver Information Center.

If vehicle speed is too high or too low for
the requested gear, the shift will not occur.
When coming to a stop, the transmission
will automatically shift to 1st gear.

DRIVER INFORMATION CENTER

The Driver Information Center (DIC) on the instrument cluster displays a variety of vehicle
system information and warning messages.

DIC Menus

Use the control pad on the right side of the
steering wheel to navigate through the fol-
lowing menus on the display: Info, Audio,
Phone, Navigation, and Settings.

» Press the A up, v down, < left, or P>
right button to move through the menus.

» Press the < button to display the main
menus in the left tab.

» Press the > button to display a menu
setting in the right tab.

» Press v/ to select or deselect a setting.
Reset an Item
1. Use the control pad to display the item.

2. Press and hold v/ to reset or clear the
item.

TIRE PRESSURE MONITOR

The (1) Low Tire Pressure warning light on the instrument cluster illuminates when one
or more of the vehicle’s tires is significantly underinflated. The proper tire pressures for the
vehicle are listed on the Tire and Loading Information label, located below the driver's door
latch. Current tire pressures can be viewed in the Driver Information Center.

Tire pressure is affected by cold weather and distance driven. If the low tire pressure
warning light illuminates when the vehicle is first started in cooler temperatures and then
turns off as the vehicle is driven, check for the proper tire pressures.

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DRIVER ASSISTANCE SYSTEMS

The driver assistance systems use advanced technologies to help avoid collisions by pro-
viding visual and audible alerts under some imminent collision conditions.

Adaptive Cruise Control* — Enhances traditional cruise control by enabling the vehicle

to maintain a driver-selected following gap, and assisting the driver in avoiding following
other vehicles too closely. It automatically maintains the following gap by controlling vehicle
acceleration and applying limited braking when needed.

» Press the GAP Follow Distance Gap button on the left side of the steering wheel to set
a following gap.

Forward Collision Alert* — May help the driver when approaching a vehicle directly
ahead too quickly by flashing a red visual alert and sounding a high-pitched audible tone.
If equipped with full-range Adaptive Cruise Control, Active Emergency Braking automati-
cally applies the brakes to help reduce the impact speed if a front-end collision appears
imminent.

» Press the % Collision Alert button on the left side of the steering wheel to set the
alert timing to Far, Medium, Near, or Off.

Lane Departure Warning* — May help the driver in avoiding run-off-the-road or lane
change accidents. When crossing a detected lane marking without using a turn signal,
the system flashes an amber @ visual alert and sounds a low-pitched audible tone.

» Press the @ Lane Departure Warning button on the left side of the instrument panel
to turn the system on or off.

Side Blind Zone Alert* — May help the driver in avoiding lane change accidents when

a vehicle is detected in a side blind spot area by displaying a a8 warning symbol on the
outside rearview mirror. The symbol flashes if a turn signal is activated when a vehicle has
been detected.

» To turn off the system, see the Settings > Vehicle > Collision/Detection Systems >
Side Blind Zone Alert menu.

Rear Vision Camera* — The system may help the driver avoid accidents by providing a
view directly behind the vehicle when backing up. As part of the system, the Rear Cross
Traffic Alert warns of traffic coming from the left or right when the vehicle is backing up
by displaying a visual alert on the Rear Vision Camera touchscreen and sounding a low-
pitched audible tone.

» To turn the Rear Cross Traffic Alert on or off, see the Settings > Vehicle > Collision/
Detection Systems > Rear Cross Traffic Alert menu.

Rear Parking Assist* — During low-speed parking maneuvers, the system may help the
driver in avoiding collisions with objects by providing distance-to-closest-object informa-
tion in the Driver Information Center and a caution symbol on the Rear Vision Camera. An
audible tone sounds when the vehicle should be stopped immediately to avoid a collision.

» To turn the system on or off, press the P#A Parking Assist button on the left side of the
instrument panel.
